The Library is open throughout the School Day and accessible to all students during lesson time, with permission. Students may request a lunch time pass if they would like to use the library for study. The library is also open after School until 4.00pm Mon-Thurs and 3.30pm on Friday.

We aim to provide a balanced collection reflecting curriculum needs, and a range of other resources based upon individual requirements and interests. Our fiction collection is very popular with the younger year groups, whilst the non-fiction section becomes increasingly valuable to students as they undertake research for project work.  Not all students find reading easy but we aim to provide books for all tastes and abilities.

As students move up the School we promote the Careers library, and encourage students to research possible careers and find out more about qualifications required.

There are 15 PCs in the library and students to use these for homework and project work. After school students may use the PCs for their own hobbies and interests but, due to the limited availability of our PCs, and for security and safety reasons, chat rooms and most internet games are not permitted.
